Honorable Members of the Treasury Department and Board of Governors: 

Greetings from Focus on the Family and the millions of concerned citizens we represent. This letter 
represents our comments regarding the proposed regulations for the Unlawful Internet Gambling 
Enforcement Act of 2006 or "UIGEA" (Public Law 109-347). 

Thank you for considering public comments on these immensely important regulations. After a full 
review of the Treasury and Board's rales, we respectfully ask you to consider and address the following 
six concerns: 

1. Require Foreign Institutional Contracts - Follow Existing "Know Your Customer" 
Regulations 
Proposed regulations maintain that contracts with foreign senders should require "the foreign 
sender to have reasonably designed policies and procedures in place to ensure that the relationship 
will not be used to process restricted transactions." Regulations need to be more explicit about 
what "reasonably designed policies and procedures" should be. Current "Know Your Customer" 
regulations are a sound model to follow for adding more specifics to the UIGEA regulations. 
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
