Gentlemen:

As a credit card customer, | have a few suggestions for improvement of
disclosure by the credit card companies of the costs of borrowing to credit
card customers:

1) Require businesses that issue credit cards to disclose their APR in a
standard format and typeface on each solicitation;

2) Require businesses that issue credit cards to disclose their APR in a
standard format and typeface on each bill;

3) Require businesses that issue credit cards to disclose annually a cost of
credit estimate to each customer, and in each solicitation to a potential
customer, providing an estimate of the cost of the borrowing if the customer
makes only the minimum required payment each month for a year. This should
be presented in a standard format, along the lines of the estimates on
investment returns that mutual fund companies are required to present

4) Require businesses that issue credit cards to disclose iIn their
solicitations to new potential customers the minimum line of credit they
guarantee to grant upon their approval of the customer for credit.
