There was a time that my card helped pay a doctor bill that resulted from an Emergency Room
visit. As a married, 39-year-old producer/director, my card also helps me often with making travel
arrangements, securing hotels and rental cars. This card is absolutely more reliable than turning

- to other, completely unregulated sources of securing credit. I cannot say yet whether I will or will
not close my account when my credit is repaired. I am grateful that it has been here for me as I get
things under control.

I worry that the Federal Reserve Board's actions may hurt others with substandard credit
histories, causing them to turn to less desirable options. I don't believe the Board of Governor's
should be regulating these fees. The option to access credit by any means available and should
remain to be their choice.
