Dear Board of Governors: 

The Federal Reserve Board has proposed a regulation regarding the fees that subprime lenders 
charge. I vehemently oppose this regulation; I think these lenders may shy away from people who 
don't have an established credit history. There are options other than this regulation to ensure 
that people do not let their credit get out of control.
