At Home Place, where I am the manager, we have been selling furniture since 1988. Our business has suffered a shocking 
decline over the last two years. We have been forced to reduce our staff and our salaries. We are searching for ways to trim 
costs and looking for every dollar we can save. 

Having already reduced staff and salaries, we are targeting other expenses including interchange card fees. These fees are about 
the only thing left that we can cut. We are unable to control our increased shipping costs since we are limited to using only 
three shippers because of some archaic law. We do not want to become a statistic like the other fifteen percent of local 
businesses that have closed. 

We sincerely request that you implement the proposed l imit of twelve cents for debit card transactions. This might be a drop 
in the bucket, but at least i t would be a beginning. Remember that small businesses are the backbone of America.
